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Member Spotlight:  Tricia Larson 
Tricia Larson was born and raised in Seattle, WA and 
graduated from Washington State University with a B.A. 
degree in Elementary Education.  After living and teach-
ing in Bellingham, WA for two years, Tricia moved to 
Grinnell, IA for almost nine years, where she briefly 
substitute taught before becoming a stay-at-home mom 
to daughter, Bailee, and son, Riley.  In 2004 Tricia 
moved to the suburbs of Philadelphia, PA and began 
her current career in the construction industry working 
at an architecture firm called Array HFS as a Project 
Assistant, supporting a project team consisting of a Pro-
ject Executive, Project Architects and Interior Design-
ers. 
 
 Almost two years ago, Tricia moved to Savannah, GA where she now works as a 
Project Coordinator with Elkins Constructors, Inc., a general contractor whose fo-
cus is large commercial projects.  Elkins is a Jacksonville, FL based company that 
has been in business for 55 years.  The Savannah office had just opened when 
Tricia came on board to support the Savannah team.  Since opening the Savan-
nah office, Elkins has had tremendous success in the GA construction market with 
projects such as the Pulaski and Gadsden Elementary Schools in SCCPSS, Pub-
lix in Pooler, Wal-Mart in Locust Grove, Bailey Science Center and New Psychol-
ogy Building at Valdosta State University, R-B Pumps in Baxley as well as a cou-
ple of military projects at Hunter.   With many more GA projects in the works, El-
kins is certain to continue adding to this list of achievements.   
 
 Tricia joined NAWIC shortly after beginning her job at Elkins.  She quickly be-
came an involved member by taking on the PR/Marketing Committee as Chairper-
son and recently was elected to Corresponding Secretary.  She has enjoyed being 
active in NAWIC projects, activities and community outreach programs.  As a new-
comer to Savannah, NAWIC has helped Tricia to network and become associated 
with other companies and women in the construction industry.  It has been a great 
source of education and support.  
 
 Outside of work, Tricia is kept busy with the lives of her two children, Bailee (age

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Member in the News: 
Carolyn Stewart:  She's Savannah's only woman waste hauler

Name: Carolyn Stewart 

Title: President and CEO of ABC Waste of Savannah 

“We do residential, commercial and industrial waste and recycling pickup.” 

What she does: “Anything that needs to happen. I answer the phone. I wash out 
trash cans. I sit at a conference table discussing future plans and objectives for the company.” 

Company history: “My mother and (late) father started the company in 1956 in Savannah. I’m 75 percent owner.” 

How she got started: “I worked in the company off and on from high school up until my 20s. Then I went to college and 
came back and was a school teacher and worked with special ed students.” 

From there: “It was very rewarding, but I could not get the company off my mind. Something kept me talking to my father 
about coming in and running the company and seeing what I could do with it. 

“I left teaching after seven or eight years (about 1996). I worked myself into the company full time.” 

Others similar to her: Stewart believes she is the only woman in Savannah who owns her own waste management 
company.  “I heard there’s one woman in Chicago who runs (a) company like I do. There are a lot of women who do it 
with their husbands.” 

About her husband: Stewart credits her late husband, Lee, for her company’s success. He was not an employee, but he 
helped with the business and cared for their two children.  He owned his own appraising company.  “He was my back-
bone, my number one supporter. If it wasn’t for him, I wouldn’t have made it. I never could get him on the back of a gar-
bage truck, though.” 

An on-the-job story: “When I first did a trailer park on Quacco Road, the driver called me and said, ‘I need you.’ I said, 
‘OK. I’m on my way.’ I was only running the company for a couple of months.  “I got behind the truck and was picking up 
45-gallon cans, dumping them in the back. There were probably 300 trailers, and it took us two and a half hours. At the 
end, I went and sat in the car. I called my husband crying, ‘Oh Lee, I’m so tired. I’ve got to go home.’ ”  She slept all night.  
“The second time I did (the trailer park), I went home and took only an hour nap. And the third time, I ended up going 
back to the office and didn’t have to go back to bed. That was a milestone for me.” 

About good employees: “I think the proudest I’ve ever been of the company — I had all my trucks down, the whole resi-
dential fleet, and was waiting for parts to come in.  “I had a delivery truck and an employee said, ‘Let’s take this delivery 
truck with an open container and get those cans and start working.’  “I went out there, too. I would be lifting 95-gallon 
cans above my head. We haven’t done that since, but they united. That was amazing.” 

Early money lessons: When she was a teenager, Stewart’s parents paid her $25 a week for working for the family busi-
ness. 

“But my father made me put it all in the bank. He made me save it. I never spent it. That was the best thing he ever did. It 
makes you realize the value of saving.” 

Professional organizations: National Solid Waste Management Association (EIA women’s council); National Associa-
tion of Women in Construction (NAWIC); Buy Local Savannah; City of Savannah’s diversity council.
